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Policy Recommendations

Proposals for simplification of EEF Rules for
Young Entrepreneurs

BASIS requested to treat their EEF policy
recommendation submitted to the Ministry of Finance
with priority. They further proposed to form a 200
core ICT SME fund and to fix up the interest rate at
the possible lowest rate. The recommendations were
proposed by BASIS delegation led by President
Shameem Ahsan during their visit to Md. Younusur
Rahman, Secretary of Bank and Financial Institutions
Division of the Finance Ministry on 25 April 2016. It
was discussed that if above prposals are approved,
loan processing for local ICT firms will be much easier.
This will solve there financing problem and will open
up the way for more participation in international
tenders. Secretary of Bank and Financial Institutions
Division of the Finance Ministry agreed to support and
to take necessary steps for the issues reised by BASIS.

PPR Template for IT & ITES Companies in
Bangladesh

There are different templates available for Bangladesh
Government public procurement of various products
and services. But there is no such template for IT and
IT enabled services. Considering the process/business
nature of software and software related services,
BASIS realizes that it should be treated differently than
other product and services in the overall tendering
process. Implementing this recommended/proposed
process will ensure successful procurement of
software & services and also allow the industry to
grow faster. Besides, for achieving the main goal of
liberation war which is making a self-sustainable Bang-
ladesh and to accomplish Vision 2021 & 2041 by our
Honorable Prime Minister, we have to have National
Intellectual Property (IP) and domain knowledge in
various sectors. In this context, BASIS hand over the
first draft prepared to the DG of CPTU in presence of
Honorable Planning Minister Mr. A H M Mustafa
Kamal as on July 17, 2014 at IMED, Ministry of
Planning, Government of the People’s Republic of
Bangladesh. BASIS Standing Committee on Digital
Governance is working to modify this PPR template
and perusing at CPTU in order to approve this
proposal. Main recommendations from the PPR
template includes withdrawal of the condition on
turnover set to ensure the elimination of local IT
companies seeking to participate in bidding for any
development agency funded project. Extension of the
tax exemption facility for any software company on a
long term basis so that foreign investors become
interested to invest in Bangladesh.

BASIS proposed price preference recommendation for
a qualified local IT company participates with 100%
local shareholders will get 15% Price Preference if it
add value of minimum 40% of the offer value in terms
of local human resources including support technical
staff. BASIS also recommend QCBS procurement
method for software and IT services. The technical
and financial weightage is suggested at 80% and 20%
respectively. In the technical evaluation up to 10%
preference is recommended for local participants. In
case of a qualified local bidder (majority owned by
Bangladeshi citizens) or JVCA participation with a
foreign company under an agreement of more than
50% local share with 40% local value addition through
local resources employment will get a 10% bonus in
technical evaluation. Under the technical preferences
CVs should be considered as criteria of full time
employment/resources as per PPR template and must
be enforced without exceptions. BASIS Proposed to
impose some restrictions on overseas companies
participating in a tender alone. For an example, in
Malaysia, an overseas company cannot participate
along if the technology/solution is available locally.
They further recommended eliminating the clauses of
turn over limit; country offices; unnecessary certifica-
tion requirements; earnest money and security deposit
requirement for local firms etc.




NTF Il Bangladesh: the joint ITC-CBI IT & ITES Export Sector
Competitiveness Project in 2016

In 2014, International Trade Centre (ITC) and the Dutch Centre for the Promotion of Imports from developing Coun-
tries (CBI) initiated a programme called Netherlands Trust Fund lIl (NTF ). The program is implemented in close
partnership with the Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and Industry (DCCI) and the Bangladesh Association of Software
and Information Services (BASIS). The NTF Il Bangladesh project is fostering sustainable export competitiveness of
the IT&ITES industry in Bangladesh, by building capacity at macro, meso and micro level. The expected impact is to
create and support jobs in the IT&ITES industry of Bangladesh.

The NTF Il Bangladesh companies were surveyed at the beginning of the project to establish a baseline, including in
terms of number of employees per company. The baseline was updated in early 2016, revealing a 15% increase in
full-time employees (FTE) or 506 new jobs reported. This is due to a partial renewal of beneficiary companies, with
six larger companies joining the group. There is clearly also an overall positive trend independently of the partial
renewal, also shown in the growth in export sales reported by the companies and partly attributed to the activities
undertaken in the framework of NTF Il Bangladesh.

Furthermore, by 2016, Bangladeshi compa-

nies had met with new prospects in B2B

meetings by NTF [l Bangladesh Project in

the following markets: China (May),

Switzerland (April) and Sweden (June),

Nairobi (August) as well as The Netherlands

(November) and The UK (November).

Six new markets were explored through the NTF Il Bangladesh project: Kenya, Sweden, Brazil, Sri Lanka, Finland

(SLUSH), Switzerland, and a new trade fair was exhibited with CBl's ECP programme: GSMA Mobile World Congress

in Barcelona, Spain. The South-South trade dimension was particularly focused on: NTF Il Bangladesh companies

met with potential clients and partners from other developing countries at WEDF 2015 and 2016, as well as at WVEF

2015, as well as in Nairobi and Uganda (2015, 2016).

The successful business development process was supported by the fact that all 40 companies have an operational

Export Marketing Plan (the last batch completed it in June 2016) in place. At the time of writing this report, 14

companies reported having changed their Export Development and Promotion Approach because of increased

knowledge and skills through coaching and training.

Moreover, in terms of institutional development, BASIS developed a four-year strategy for the organisation, NeWA nnual
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HRM processes and systems, as well as a result measurement framework aligned with the strategy. All these were
developed with the support of the project team. This led to the improvement of services provided to the member IT
& ITES companies.

BASIS Service Portfolio and Account Management Advisory

Since the inception of the Performance Improvement Roadmap (PIRM), ITC has worked with BASIS to develop a
four-year strategy for the organisation, including its HRM processes and systems, as well as its results measurement
framework. An important stage of the PIRM was to work with BASIS on growing and developing its member services
and engagement in line with the approved strategy.

Results this far included:

. Two facilitated focus groups established around BASIS services and service delivery

. Facilitated workshop for BASIS (internal) on service portfolio development and effectiveness

. Facilitated workshop on account management and operating an effective CRM

. Working session with BASIS’ Executive and EC members on the achievements of the workshop
. Final report and recommendations on BASIS member engagement and service portfolio.

It is expected that BASIS membership will continue to grow from its current base of 969 members without proactive
recruitment. The priority need is therefore to maintain a strong BASIS profile, but with a focus on a more proactive
and effective engagement with its membership. That way BASIS is able to contribute to reaching the ambitious
OneBangladesh target of 1 billion USD in exports by 2018.

New BASIS HRM structure and Performance Measurement Framework under review
In November 2015, BASIS EC and ITC’s Institutional Development team worked on the design of a new HRM and
performance measurement framework, built around the new BASIS strategy. In early 2016, BASIS started hiring new
managers for its secretariat, drawing from the HRM framework. The PIRM implementation continued in 2016 with
the membership management and service portfolio review components, as well as the finalization of the results meas-
urement framework.

DCCI prepares Performance Improvement Roadmap in August 2016

Taking advantage of synergies with ITC's AIM For Results project, the Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and Industry,
which had been benchmarked in November 2015, received support to prepare a Performance Improvement Road-
map in early August 2016.

The roadmap lays out a two-year work plan to address issues identified in the benchmarking exercise with the objec-
tive of contributing to the modernization process of the Chamber, which is intended to take place in parallel with the
digital transformation of the Chamber.



Foreign Trade Representative to contribute to IT Sector Promotion

A major challenge for many Bangladeshi IT & ITES companies that wish to enter foreign markets is the absence of a
representative in the market. Foreign Trade Representatives are an important resource to help relevant Bangladeshi
IT & ITES service providers to position themselves on foreign markets. FTRs will primarily act as promoters of the
industry and act as link to relevant Bangladesh companies.

The project hence dispatched promotional material, showcasing the Bangladeshi Information Technology and enabled
services (ITES) industry, on behalf of BASIS. Together with an accompanying letter, the “K-Card”, a hardcopy card,
containing an interactive video screen displaying three videos of the Bangladeshi IT & ITES industry, was sent out.

DCCI at World TPO Conference in Marrakech, Marocco, in November 2016

The Senior Vice President of the Dhaka Chamber of Commerce and Industry, ITC’s focal point at DCCI, attended the
2016 TPO Network World Conference and Awards to be held at the Palmeraie Conference Centre in Marrakech,
Morocco, on 24-25 November 2016.

The topic of this year’s conference was how megatrends are influencing the shape of the economic and social
environment in which Trade and Investment Promotion Organizations (TPOs) operate. DCCI established contacts, in
particular around the topic of their digital transformation, which is a focus area in their performance improvement
roadmap.

Venture Capitalist Seedstars World supported at Digital World 2016

TF 1l Bangladesh co-sponsored the Seedstars Dhaka startup competition during Digital World Bangladesh 2016. The
Seedstars competition took place on 19 October, and was jointly organised with Better Stories and the ICT Ministry.
Seedstars World is covering more than 65 countries this year to identify the best seed-stage entrepreneurs and
provide them with an opportunity to win up to USD 1 million and network with investors and mentors from around
the world in Lausanne at the beginning of April 2017.

10 Bangladeshi companies pitched for the contest and 4 were shortlisted. Finally FieldBuzz won the Dhaka title and
will represent Bangladesh at the Seedstars Summit. The next three shortlisted companies are ShopUp, CMED and 10
Minutes School. ShopUp is operated by one of the NTF IIl “Women in IT” startups, ShopFront Social.

Growth Management plans of 5 NTF Ill companies under implementation

A dedicated NTF Ill expert has worked intensely with 5 companies (Beyond Tech, Ergo Ventures, Spinoff Studio, UY
System and Windmill Infotech) to guide them in the design of a Growth Management roadmap from November 2014
until June 2015.

By November 2016, positive, substantial changes were reported by four companies in the business functions of Strat-
egy, Sales & Marketing, Human Resources and Product/Service Delivery.

B2B presentation “health check” improves companies’ marketing materials for

European clients

Following the “brand tone of voice health check”, conducted 2014 in Dhaka, the project organised a follow-up activity
that allowed companies to tailor their B2B presentations to the European market. Through the qualitative analysis of
marketing documents such as PowerPoint slide decks used during sales pitches; companies received individual
advisory on their business communication tools. This individual advisory benefited 20 companies in total. The 8
companies attending the B2B event in London on 15 November were coached remotely. The 12 companies that
attended the Dutch B2B event in Rotterdam on 22 November 2016 were coached on site by the ITC marketing &
branding adviser.

1. Reporting Entity and its Activities:

1.1) Legal Form of the entity:

BANGLADESH ASSOCIATION OF SOFTWARE & INFORMATION SERVICES (BASIS) was incorporated in
Bangladesh as an Association under the Companies Act 1994 on 13" August, 1988as a non-profit making
Company Limited by guarantee.

1.2) Nature of Activities:

The principal activities of the association include promoting and safeguarding interest of all
members of the association and encouraging and assisting in the balance development of the
Software & Information Industries in Bangladesh.

2. Basis of Preparation of Financial Statement:

2.1) Basis of Measurement:

The Financial Statements have been prepared under the Historical cost convention.

2.2) Statement of Compliance:

The Financial Statements have been prepared in compliance with the requirements of the
Companies Act 1994 and other relevant local Laws as applicable and in accordance with
applicable Bangladesh Financial Reporting Standards (BFRSs) including Bangladesh Accounting
Standards (BASs) adopted by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Bangladesh (ICAB) based
on International Accounting Standards (IASs) and International Financial Reporting Standards
(IFRSs).

2.3) Presentation of Financial Statements:

The presentations of this financial statement are in accordance with the guidelines provided by
BAS-1: Presentation of Financial Statements.
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2.4) Reporting Period:

The financial period of the association covers one year from 1°* July, 2015 to 30" June, 2016
consistently.

2.5) Reporting Currency:

The Financial Statements are prepared and presented in Bangladesh Currency (Taka), which is
the association’s functional currency. All financial information presented has been rounded off
to the nearest taka except where indicated otherwise.

2.6) Going Concern:

The association has adequate resources to continue in operation for the foreseeable future. For
this reason the Directors continue to adopt Going Concern Basis in preparing the accounts. The
current credit facilities and resources of the association provides sufficient fund to make the
present requirement of its existing activities.

3) Accounting Policies:

3.1) Property, Plant and Equipment:

Tangible fixed assets are accounted for according to BAS-16 Property, Plant and Equipment at
historical cost.

The gain or loss arising on the disposal or retirement of an asset is determined as the difference
between the sales proceeds and the carrying amount of the assets and is recognized as non
operating income and reflected in the Income Statement.

3.2) Accounts Receivable:

Accounts Receivables are recognized at cost, which is the fair value of the consideration given
for them.

3.3) Accrued Expenses and other Payables:

Liabilities are recognized for the goods and service receipts whether paid or not for those goods
and services. Payables are not interest bearing and are stated at their nominal value.

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3.4) Depreciation of Fixed Assets:
Full year depreciation has been charged on addition irrespective of date when the stated assets

3.5) Advances, Deposit & Pre-payments:

3.6) Cash & Cash Equivalents:

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3.7) Foreign Currency Translations:

The Financial records of the association are maintained and the financial statements are stated
in Bangladesh Taka. The assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies at the balance
sheet date are translated at the applicable rates of exchanges ruling at the date. Exchange
difference is charge off as revenue expenditure in compliance with the provision of BAS-21: The
effects of Changes in Foreign Exchange Rates. Foreign Currency transactions are recorded at the
applicable rates of exchange ruling at the transaction date.

3.8) Components of Financial Statements:

According to Bangladesh Accounting Standard BAS-1 ‘Presentation of Financial Statements” the
complete set of Financial Statements included the following components:

Minutes of the Meeting of 16th AGM of BASIS

Meeting of 16th Annual General Meeting of the members of Bangladesh Association of Software and Information
Services (BASIS) was held on Saturday, 20th December 2014 at the Lakeshore Hotel, Gulshan, Dhaka. Mr. Shameem
Ahsan, President of BASIS presided over the meeting.

The attendance sheet of the members present at the AGM is enclosed herewith separately. (Annexure-|).

Mr. Shameem Ahsan, President, BASIS welcomed the members present at the AGM. The AGM was called to order
according to the list of Agenda.

Agenda-1: Confirmation of Minutes of 15th AGM held on 28th December 2013.

Discussion:

BASIS President placed the Minutes of 15th AGM held on December 28, 2013 to the house and the members
present took part in the discussion on the Minutes.

Decision:

As the Minutes was recorded properly, Mr. Zillur Rahim, Chairman, Computer Today proposed to adopt the Minutes
and Mr. Mahboob Zaman, Managing Director, Datasoft Systems Bangladesh Ltd. seconded his opinion.Following their
consent Minutes of the 15th AGM was confirmed.

Agenda-2: Consideration and Adoption of Annual Report 2014
Discussion:

Mr. Uttam Kumar Paul, Secretary General, BASIS placed the Annual Report 2014 before the meeting and BASIS
President Mr. Shameem Ahsan gave a brief overview of the activities while the Directors from the Executive Council
got involved to drive those. BASIS President also added that, BASIS has been working with NBR for VAT Automation
through which BASIS members will be benefitted in the long run.

Mr. Shaikh A Shahid, CEO of Leads Corporation mentioned that the Europe-Bangladesh Technology Summit held in
Denmark and Norway events were organized in an unprofessional way and there was no matchmaking meetings in
Norway at that time. BASIS President assured to review and check with EPB.

Mr. Badar Uddin Al Hossain, BS Corporation mentioned that BRAC Bank is allowing only US $ 1000 at a time for
making any foreign payment using credit card. He also added that, service charges for members of BASIS are being
increased day by day.

Mr. Nasim Chowdhury, H & N Associates also mentioned that BASIS is charging Tk. 2250 for every re-fill of BASIS-
BRAC Bank credit card which is high. But BRAC bank for its own credit card doesn’t charge any fees for re-fill.

Mr. Mustafa Jabber, Managing Director, Ananda Computers underscored that BASIS service charges for members
relating to International Credit card can be waived. As many of the members are small and medium sized, affordabil-
itity issues for Membership fee which has been increased in the last EGM can be reviewed. . He also mentioned that,
LICT is creating HR through FTFL initiative which is costly. BASIS should re-think whether this resource is useful for
the industry or not. As LICT and SEIP Project are going to train 34,000 and 23,000 respectively, the training must be
in line with the need of the industry; otherwise, the industry might not be able to absorb the resources.

He also suggested BASIS to pay special attention to IPR. BASIS has to ensure the IPR of Mobiles Apps and other
locally developed software. He also advised BASIS to take initiative of making amendment in the Patent Law 2011.
He also suggested focusing on the local market in addition to the international market while targeting US $ 1 billion.
BASIS may consider to conduct a study on whether the export is equal to the amount of money the banks are using
for importing foreign software. He also suggested to share the minutes of the EC meeting with the members regu-




larly. He also emphasized on the Education and entertainment or edutainment. He also added that, Hon'ble Prime
Minister had a commitment of making one stop IT Service center which must take placethrough strong persuasion.
Mr. Mahboob Zaman, Managing Director, Datasoft Systems Bangladesh Ltd. mentioned that BASIS should emphasize
on the International Market Development and branding. Initially western market was the target, now we may move
to others market like Japan, Myanmar and other regions of the world. Regarding international branding, Mobile Apps
and Games could be the identity of Bangladesh. He also mentioned that some projects which are handled by Bangla-
desh Hi-Tech Park Authority are not aligned with the industry needs. For example, Employment Incentive Program, he
added.

Mr. Jahidul Hasan Mitul, Executive Director, Business Automation Ltd. suggested that, the service charges for mem-
bers relating to various services can be reduced. He also emphasized that BASIS should provide some statistical
projection on business opportunities for particular markets. He also added that BASIS needs to spend more for
conducting research. Govt. projects are being designed such a way so that local companies cannot participate in the
procurement process. Sometimes some agencies take part instead of companies.

Mr. Syed Almas Kabir, CEO of Metro Net Limited informed that BASIS is closely working with the Bangladesh Hi-Tech
Park Authority as a Chairman of BASIS Standing committee on Infrastructure, he is maintaining liaison and they have
formed an Audit Team to audit the quality of the trainings that are being provided under Employment Incentive
Program. He also suggested publishing members’ success story regularly in print. He also advised standing committee
members to contribute more towards business expansion in the local market especially to build confidence of the
banks on locally developed software.

Mr. Shoeb Chowdhury, CEO of Aim in Life.com urged BASIS to pay attention on Cyber Crime and Cyber Security. He
also mentioned that PSC should introduce a separate cadre for ICT so there will be a govt. officer everywhere who
will have sufficient knowledge on ICT.

Mr. Rafiqul Islam Rowly, Managing Director of CSL Software Resources Ltd. said that BASIS has now become a name
for national branding, now we have to focus on industry branding. We could not publish newsletter for the last few
years which might be a good tool to brand ICT industry, he added.

Mr. Muhammad Mahbub Hossain, Managing Director, CIBL Technology Consultants Ltd. mentioned that R&D effort
is totally missing. IPR development is required. IPR protection can be an effective tool to brand internationally. Local
financing is very important to grow locally, he added.

Mr. Zahid, Star Host mentioned that, the training curriculum of LICT and BHTPA project can be designed by the BITM
based on the industry need assessment. A significant amount of LICT fund may be given to local SME companies to
grow.

Mr. Tamzid Siddigq Spondon, Managing Director, Zanala Bangladesh mentioned that BASIS has launched One Bangla-
desh vision. We need the strategy document to achieve it.

Decision:

After a threadbare discussion on the BASIS Annual Report 2014, Mr. ATM Mahbubul Alam, Managing Director, Wintel
Ltd. proposed and Mr. Shaikh A Shahid, CEO of Leads Corporation Ltd. seconded to adopt and thus the Annual
Report 2014 of BASIS was adopted.

Agenda-3 : Consideration and Adoption of the Accounts of the Association with Auditor’s Report for the year
2013-14

Discussion:

Mr. Shah Imraul Kaeesh, Treasurer, BASIS presented the Auditor’s Report for the year 2013-14 before the AGM. He
informed the house that both hard copy and soft copy of the Auditor’s report has been sent to all members already
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and it is also imprinted in the Annual Report of BASIS. Mr. Rafiqul Islam Rowly, Managing Director, CSL Software

Resources Ltd. requested BASIS Treasurer to place an annual budget in the AGM.

Decision:

Mr. AKM Fahim Mashroor, CEO of Bdjobs.com Ltd. proposed and Mr. Mr. Arif Ur Rahman, Director, Euro Bangla IT
Ltd. seconded to consider and adopt the Auditor’s Report for the year 2013-14 and thus the Accounts of the Associa-
tion with Auditor’s Report for the year 2013-14 was adopted.

Agenda-4: Appointment and fixation of remuneration of Auditor for 2014-15

Discussion:

Mr. Shah Imraul Kaeesh, Treasurer, BASIS placed quotations collected from five Chartered Accountancy firm to audit
the Accounts of the association for the year 2013-14:

1) AKNABIN Tk. 60,000 (including VAT)
2) Mashih Muhit Co. Tk. 692,000 (excluding VAT)
3) Hawlader Yunus Co. Tk. 69,000 (excluding VAT)
4) Ashraf Uddin & Co. Tk. 44,000 (including VAT)

As the quoted amount of Ashraf Uddin & Co. is the lowest and in past they have done their job in BASIS properly,
Ashraf Uddin & Co. may be appointed as the Auditor the year 2014-15.

Decision:

Mr. Jahidul Hasan Mitul, Executive Director of Business Automation Ltd. proposed and Mr. Sk. Abul Hashem, Manag-
ing Director of IECL seconded to appoint Ashraf Uddin & Co. as the Auditor for the year 2014-15 with their fee of
Tk. 44,000 including VAT.

Agenda-5: Miscellaneous.

Discussion:

In the beginning of the miscellaneous agenda, Mr. Sami Ahmed, Executive Director of BASIS made a presentation on
the work plan for the next one year to strengthen BASIS Secretariat. He also introduced all Secretariat members at
the AGM.

Mr. AKM Fahim Mashroor, CEO of bdjobs.com Ltd. opined that BASIS should not always agree with the government
initiatives as they might have their own mandates. BASIS should address the pain of its members and that should be
to notify the government. He also added that, Bangladesh Hi-Tech Park Authority is going to build IT village at outside
Dhaka. But the govt. has not yet built one in Dhaka city, though 95% of the companies are located in Dhaka. He also
added that Digital Content, Apps, Edutainment need to be monetized.

Mr. Rafiqul Islam Rowly, Managing Director, CSL Software Resources Ltd. opined that a Local Application Branding
Forum may be formed. Alongside, ranking by Gartner and other international organization may be assigned to rank

Bangladesh IT industry.

Mr. Md. Kalilur Rahman, Managing Director, Suresoft Limited suggested organizing picnic annually for the recreation
of BASIS members.

Mr. Md. Jahidur Rahman of Azolve Technologies mentioned that, though there is a govt. gazette that corporate tax



for IT companies are exempted up to June 2019, the tax offices ask for the certificate in this regard. BASIS may issue
this certificate.

Mr. Elahi Chowdhury Shamim, CEO of MARS Solutions mentioned that his company has developed an NRB database
where 56000 NRBs are enlisted. Referring the URL of Scholars Bangladesh, he added that BASIS may use this
database.

Mr. Nazmuzzaman, CEO of Micromac Technology urged BASIS to provide EEF consultancy. He also suggested
arranging local matchmaking like matchmaking between local banks and the ICT industry.

Mr. Mustafa Jabber, Managing Director, Ananda Computers Ltd. BASIS Outsourcing Award should not be for 100 in
number for the sake of its quality and branding. He also mentioned that Govt. and NGO sometimes become the
competitors of IT companies.

Mr. Golam Gilani, Exotic Solution said that Middle Management needs to be developed. Based on the members’
database, the training programs may be designed, he added.

Mr. Munir Ahmed from Aranee IT told that due to Outsourcing Award and promoting freelancers, the IT companies
are facing crisis of human resources. He also suggested introducing souvenirs/gift for members at the AGM.

Mr. Nazmul Hasan Akanda, eSoft Arena also told that due to freelancers, price of SME outsourcing companies are
going down.

Mr. Jahidul Hasan Mitul, Executive Director, Business Automation Ltd. told that BASIS should provide coaching to
create entrepreneur.

Mr. Moazzem Hossain, STM Software also mentioned that, BASIS should introduce training for IT entrepreneurs.

Ms. Farhana A Rahman, Chairperson and CEO of UY Systems Ltd. opined that member categorization for outsourcing
business is necessary. She also mentioned that there are some printing mistakes found in the Annual report that some
eGov Standing Committee Members have been included in the IMD Standing Committee.

Mr. Nahid Hossain, Brotec aslo mentioned that counseling for the CSE students may be ensured through UGC.
Employee migration with source code needs to be seriously protected. He also suggested that online training can be
considered as a part of ITES for making payment through credit card.

Decision:

Mr. Shameem Ahsan, President summarized the advices and recommendations made by the members present and he
assured to address each of valuable feedbacks noted towards developing a vibrant ICT industry in the country.

As there was no other agenda to discuss, the meeting was ended with vote of thanks to and from the chair.
